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3.4. Configuring the EWF Manager

EWF provides a means for protecting a volume from writes. All writes to an EWF -protected
volume are redirected to an overlay. These writes are stored in the overlay and made
available as part of the volume. In this way, it feels like that the volume is writeable. The
overlay may exist either on disk or in RAM.

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8.1. Recovering the iPPC

The iPPC comes with a recuse CF card that can be used to restore the iPPC to factory
default settings by reinstalling the iPPC OS image.

If the IPPC crashes and won'’t start up, you can use the rescue CF card to start up the iPPC
and then fix the problem that caused the crash.

To restore the iPPC OS

1. Plug the Rescue CF card into CF slot

2. Restart the iPPC, and then enter the BIOS by pressing F2 key
